We receive no state funding and our funds 
are raised through our Charity Shop,      
Book Shop, Jumble Sales and Bazaars.  
Membership Subscriptions and Donations 
are also an important part of how we fund 
the work that we do. 
 
We have a no-destruction policy on healthy 
animals and try to re-home as many as 
possible.  We offer advice and information 
on neutering as many cats are left un-
neutered and then become strays.  FIV then 
becomes a major health issue especially for 
male cats.  (See our leaflet on FIV and how 
it can affect your cat). 
 
We offer a hands on approach to stray feral 
cats which are trapped, neutered and given a 
good health-check before being returned 
back on site.
