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Kittens, kittens and more kittens, not
forgetting the mums.

The year started rather slowly with only a few
mums and kittens being found. Unfortunately that
did not last long and now they seem to be every-
where. Every other call is “I have mum and
kittens in my garden. Can you help?”

It is not only us who are inundated with them; all
the charities are having the same problem. We all
feel that this has been one of the worst years ever
and they are still being found.

Although the C4 group offers a free neutering
scheme for those who qualify, there are still those
people out there who cannot be bothered or think it
is perfectly all right for a cat to have kittens out in
the wild.

They do not have to go and sort out the problems
when they become a nuisance to others, and
become quite wild and sickly when there is not
enough food. Many of these mum cats are only
kittens themselves - under sized, under nourished,
and their kittens are the same.

People still don’t realise that as soon as they see
kittens in their garden they should try and get help.
Many are left, as they like to see the kittens
playing and think it’s cute to have them running
around - until they start to eat. They then realise
that it is quite expensive to feed sometimes up to
five or six cats and then decide that they don’t
want them. By this time they are very wild and
will not easily be tamed, which causes charities
like us a problem. What do we do with them?

These cats and kittens clog up our system as they
take much longer to tame and re-home. Some
never become tame.

We can only take in so many. Others are just left
in the garden until they are old enough to be
neutered and either returned back on site or found
a place that will take feral cats.

Some are lucky and are found good homes. Here
is a poem written by one very happy owner about
her new Kkitten:

My Cat Ella,
by Lolly, aged 8.

Ella is so cute, I always hum, ‘tute’ ‘tute’
One day Ella hid under the sofa,

she is such a loather

When she came out

she was up and about.

I was thrilled to see her,

I stroked her — she made a loud purr.
I am so pleased she is mine.

Now I will be so kind

and never leave her behind.

I will turn and toss

if she ever gets lost.

I will love her with all my heart,

I will never take her apart.

Ella is my dream come true.

She might like you.

What with all the accidents that do happen, think
of all the distress that it causes the wild life and the
misery to our pets.

A large number of our pets find this most
frightening and become nervous wrecks. Some
even go missing. Here are a few tips if your cat is
missing for whatever reason.

1. Do put posters up. You will be surprised how
many people do care and will look out for that
missing cat. Cover the immediate area all round
your street and the next two or three streets. You
will be surprised how far a cat can travel.

2. Go out at night when it is quiet, call him/her,
and stand still and listen to see if you can hear

any response. Take some biscuits with you and
shake them, or tap a bowl as if you were going to
feed the cat its dinner. Always stop and listen.

3. If you can, leaflet door to door as well as the
posters, as sometimes posters are torn down. Do
not get disheartened by this, just put them back
again. It can take up to two weeks before your cat
is spotted by someone, so be persistent.

4. Don’t think that when you find your cat it will
come running to you as this is very unlikely.
Don’t go chasing your cat around; make it come to
you. Get down low or on the ground, offer it some
food, but do not rush anything as your cat will be
very nervous, even of you. You must talk very
quietly to it because cats do not seem to recognise
their owners outside of their normal environment,
and it could even run away from you.

If this is the case, the best thing to do is to leave
food down where you have found the cat and go
off. Leave food down every day at the same time.
If the cat is in someone else’s garden, ask them if
they will allow you to do this or do this for you.
Once a pattern has been set up, your cat will get
used to this and will eventually be waiting for you.
You should then be able to get your cat to come to
you.

If for any reason it still won’t come to you,
contact any of the organisations for their help and
they will lend you a trap. This is the best method
for shy cats and is the least stressful for them.

We hope that this never happens to you, but it
sometimes does.
